Bookings are down 
and publicity is being increased. All the repairs have been completed. Cllr Sinclair had updated the Trustees on the Parish Council proposals for village centre.

The Conservation Group have agreed to leaflet 
the village and large posters will be put up.
276. Village Centre update.

It was reported that the Architects have visited the centre twice and options are being prepared.

277. Office & meeting accommodation.

Work to start on St Dunstan’s redevelopment on 9th October and the Parish Council office to be 
relocated to the vestry. It was agreed that future meetings would be held in the church. Members 
discussed the office rent charges with respect to the inconvenience and potential noise etc. 
Parochial Church Council to be approached for some form of financial recognition of this in the 
rent.
278. Village Centre Audio system.

Cllr Phillips reported that he had been looking at systems for the Council to use at Public Meetings 
etc. The current conditions in the Village Centre are not ideal as it is necessary to access the 
“tower” to use existing sound system. It was suggested that some estimates be obtained for 
installing a new system and Cllr Phillips agreed to co-ordinate a proposal regarding audio system.
