The District Council are unsure what the implications of the change of government will be. Any changes, in for example, Planning Policy will need to include legislative changes.

Mrs Rolley then gave a presentation about the Community Cafe to be started in St Dunstan’s Church hall. She thanked the Council for its support and explained the thinking behind the cafe initiative. It will offer lunches on Tuesdays and run entirely by volunteers. It will be open to all the community and will be launched on 3rd August 2010. Cllr Sinclair thanked Mrs Rolley for attending the meeting.
Report from PCSO (via Clerk) An acceptable behaviour contract by the Housing Association in conjunction with the Police has been made with a resident of Ashurst Wood. Danny Macleod (PCSO) has been researching re bogus callers in the area and reminded residents not to allow strangers into their homes. Lastly, she will be reconvening the Neighbourhood panel and would welcome the input of any interested residents.
