Resolved to make the following response: Whilst wishing to support the license application in principle, Members were of the opinion that the proposed licensing hours would result in public nuisance for the residents in the vicinity of the Maypole Inn. An 11pm closure Sunday to Thursday with a midnight closure Friday and Saturday nights would be less likely to cause nuisance. Similarly as there are to be residential units within the building in order to minimise the nuisance appropriate sound attenuation would be necessary in respect of the application to have music.
