Noted. The Clerk also explained that whilst not the full amount budgeted for cleaning the Pavilions had been received the expenditure would only exceed the income for approximately £200 and therefore it was agreed to retain the caretakers hours as currently arranged. (£1008 received from MSDC)

Councillor Sinclair said that a meeting was to be held on 8th December 2010 with the Quantity 
Surveyors and Architects. He also said that as the next full Parish Council was not until 1st 
February 2011 he was seeking approval to submit a planning application. The application would 
 therefore go to the Mid Sussex Planning Committee so that a decision would be given before May 
Parish Council elections.

It was noted that the plans would allow for building to take place in stages.

Resolved: Parish Council to submit a planning application to Mid Sussex District Council in 
respect of an extension to the Village Centre to include a meeting room, office and 
associated rooms plus outside storage. Also improvements to existing building as per 
plans drafted by Douglas J.P Edwards.


Members voted 6 in favour and one against.


It was agreed that it is important that residents are made aware that the present administration will 
not be proceeding beyond the planning stage.

a. Youth Club


Cllr Lindsay and the Clerk had met with members of the Youth Club and their parents and have appointed a secretary and treasurer. They will be meeting with West Sussex County Council (WSCC) Youth service on 13th December.

b. Pre-School Development


Cllr Sinclair had met with County Councillor and development committee with an architect and had 
a positive meeting. The Committee wishes to get planning approval to assist the fund raising 
process. A meeting with WSCC legal department will be held shortly but the Pre-School currently 
have a three year tenure. The Committee plan to have a public meeting to explain the plans in the 
near future.

Cllr Arnott had attended a meeting and the cafe is progressing well. The Hall Management 
Committee wish to advertise the facilities available for hire more widely.
