a. E-mail from Mr Freshwater, concerned about the level of parking along the length of Park Lane.  A request was made for double yellow lines along the roads length.
Recommend:  Parish Council have agreed that the resolution stands.

Recommend:  The Parish Council agreed that both a Damson and a Crab Apple Tree could be planted in Allen’s Close.
c. Letter received from John Grantham regarding parking.  Cllr Sinclair to draft a reply.
120. Highways (projects 8 & 9 Village Plan)

Wall Hill Footpath. 
Cllr Del Mar stated that East Sussex Highways has been approached by Forest Row Parish Council regarding getting the hedge cut back. East Sussex Highways have so far failed to follow up on their acknowledgement of the initial contact.  Cllr Del Mar will keep the Councillors informed of developments.
Cllr Sinclair stated that an illuminated give way sign has been installed at the top of Maypole Road at the junction with Hammerwood Road. 

121. Speedwatch (project 7 Village Plan)

Dick Tyrrell’s report noted.
122. Bicycle Racks – progress is being made.  Permission has been requested from West Sussex Highways for placing racks in Maypole Road and War Memorial sites.  Cllr Bridgland to speak to the Three Crowns about the possibility of placing bicycle racks on their forecourt.  It was thought that racks could also be placed outside the shop on Maypole Road. The Parish Council is also in contact with West Sussex County Council regarding the supply of the racks.
123. Extension of Forest Row/East Sussex 30mph

Forward planning that the 30mph limit will extend from the County boundary to Little Water Farm in Homestall Road.  Parish Council to look into Village Gateways in conjunction with the speed limits – one gateway for Homestall Road, the other at the top of Wall Hill Road before the bend.  Contact East Sussex to make them aware that the Parish Council is willing to help fund the project if permission granted and to see if they have progressed since the Parish Council’s last meeting with them.
124. Analysis of A22 Speed Levels.


The review is still ongoing for another year, but overall it is decided that the reduction of the speed limit has been a success in that cars are going slower and the number of reported accidents have declined.  There is however a concern about tailgating.
