Recommend: Refusal.

Recommend Refusal: Due to the proposed development being beyond the existing building line. The Parish Council would therefore support an amended plan in line with the building line of the other side of the property.

Recommend: Parish Council response to the Planning Inspectorate:

Regarding appellant grounds for appeal

 (i) Planning permission should be granted for what is alleged in the notice:

 Planning permission 
should not be granted because it is unnecessary and conflicts with District 
Council Policies. 


It does not enhance or preserve the special character or appearance of the AONB.

(ii) The breach of control has not occurred:


There has been a breach of control as the Parish Council has been informed that the Mobile home 
has only been on site since March 2008. Copy of letter in respect of the use of the mobile home 
sent to Mid Sussex District Council August 2009 to be included in response.

(iii) At the time  the enforcement notice was issued, it was too late to take action:


The Council considers that it is not too late as the relevant breach was in March 2008 as no-one 
was living on the site immediately prior to this.
