· That the wild area should include native species

· That the bat and amphibian survey be re-done at the correct time of year

· Concerns over the entrance to the proposed development being at the narrowest 
part of Hammerwood Road
· That Maypole Road is as narrow as Hammerwood Road


· Parish Council was criticised for not disclosing information regarding the exact site 
earlier

· Question over where the sewage would go – wanted to know that the extra sewage 
would  have no impact on Maypole Road
· Concern over the devaluation of properties near to the site

· Concern over the increase in traffic and traffic calming measures

· Query over the view of the development from the Ashdown Forest

· Questions were again raised about using the other sites.

· Ashurst Wood Parish Council urge the District Council to accept the increased 
parking provided for visitors, which is above the MSDC standards for parking. 

· It is also requested that steps are taken to ensure that there are no implications for 
sewage in other parts of the village particularly in Maypole Road which has a history 
of flooding.

· Ashurst Wood Parish Council would recommend that any trees planted should be 
native and that the boundary hedging should include some evergreen such as ilex 
aqua folium (holly).  

· In addition, Ashurst Wood Parish Council would like a further bat and amphibian 
survey to be conducted at the appropriate time of year.

· During construction, restrictions should be placed on construction vehicle parking, 
work hours and delivery times so as not to coincide with school drop off and 
collection and rush hour.

· Finally, with regards to the Section 106 agreement, Ashurst Wood Parish Council suggest 
amendment for 1a & 2. [a] have lived in the Parish of Ashurst Wood for the immediately 
preceding five years; or [b] have lived in the Parish of Ashurst Wood for a total of at least 
five years out of the preceding ten years, providing this does not conflict with any existing 
MSDC Policy.
