Two important events this month and three on-going examples of unsocial activities where we need your assistance. 

1. Community Café: The weekly Tuesday café at St. Dunstan’s Hall opens on 3rd August from 12:00 to 2p.m.  Remember it is for everyone of any age (high chairs available as well). No pre-ordering is necessary, just turn up for a freshly cooked meal or snack: Soup and roll £1.50, Main course £3.50 and Dessert £1.50  

2. Summer Sports Fun Days: This year’s event is spread over 2 days in conjunction with Forest Row - Wednesday 11th & Thursday 12th August. Various sports available to try including Judo, Karate,  football and tennis. 3. St Dunstan’s Hall: This excellent new community facility is now fully open for hire at reasonable rates. It can accommodate up to 45 people seated, with a separate gathering space suitable for welcoming guests.
